Power-over abuses such as violence or sexual harassment has no place in

our lives and is not tolerated at any Temple of Diana, Inc. and any of its

affiliated Grove events. 

Practice a code of ethics that honors the Earth, Her creatures, yourself and

others, that is equivalent to the Wiccan Rede, "An it harm none, do what

you will." 

Agree to use your energy for healing, transformation, and positive change.

Revere Nature as a core component of your spirituality.

permission from your parents/guardians.
